The Southeast Asia (SEA) - Europe Joint Funding Scheme
for Research and Innovation (JFS)

• Implements annual Joint Calls for Research Proposals

• Involves national or local funding agencies from
Southeast Asia and Europe

• Funds bi-regional, multilateral research and innovation
projects.

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Basic Principles

Annual Joint Calls for Research Proposals

• Funders: Open to all national/local funders from
SEA & Europe

• Funding Principle: No money crossing borders
(exemptions for Cambodia, Laos and Myanmar
possible)

• Thematic Areas: Jointly selected by funders

• 2+1 Rule: Project consortia must be bi-regional &
multilateral
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Each project consortium: Bi-regional & multilateral

In total min. 3 partners from Southeast Asia & Europe

Min. 1 from SEA & 1 from Europe that is eligible for funding by
JFS participating funders

→ 2x SEA + 1x Europe or 2x Europe + 1x SEA

→ 2+1 Rule

Additional partners can join a consortium

Partners from “non-participating countries” need to bring own
funding

Coordinator of project consortium must be eligible for funding
